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I am happy join with you in celebrating this anniversary of the Mongolian Youth movement, and that of the Mongolian Youth Federation, one of the most active youth organizations in the Asia-Pacific region, and indeed in the World. After much tremendous growth, the Mongolian Youth Federation has grown to include over 100,000 member-activists and 600 primary branches.

We extend our gratitude to the government of Mongolia for continuing to support the important work of the Mongolian Youth Federation. The government has conducted training short-term courses, it has improved youth employment, and it has done a lot of research on the sociology of youth in this nation.

Being a Zimbabwean, I am also happy to recall that in the early 1990s, a group of young Mongolians came to work in Zimbabwe as part of the Mongolian Youth Federation’s expeditions with Raleigh International. Expeditions were also made to Russia and Chile, and bilateral ties have been established with many other countries.

I therefore congratulate the leadership of the Federation for the outstanding work done over the past ten years. And also to the entire youth of Mongolia: congratulations on the eightieth anniversary of the Mongolian Youth Movement.
